The Name Match Challenge

The challenge is to visit and document the visit to as many of the 43 counties, and corresponding town or city as
possible, within the time frame. It is for 1 up, 2 up or four-wheeler.

There are at least 43 counties in Indiana, that within the state, there is a town or city that has the county name as part of
their name. The town or city are not always in the county that corresponds with the county. Such as Hamilton County,
the town of Hamilton is in Steuben and Dekalb counties. The challenge starts on January 1°2018, and ends on October
1°2018. To document your being in a county, city or town, a picture of your bike, or whatever you are driving, and or
you in front of a sign with the name of the county, city or town will be sufficient. Another way to show having beenin a
county, would be a receipt that shows the name of a town, that is within the county. On the receipt for a county you
need to put the name of the county it represents, even if the county and town/city have the same name. A receipt to
show having been in a town or city would work also. When using a receipt for a town or city, put name of the county you
want it to be associated with on it, and staple the two receipts together if needed. All documentation is to be turned
into Jay by October 10"2018. There might be one or two other counties within Indiana that are not on the list that have
a town or city with the name in it. Extra points will be given for any county found and documented, not on the list.
