
INDIANA GWRRA BEST DRESSED COMPETITION 
SHOW CATEGORY 

 
Best Dressed Show brings the entertainment factor into the Best Dressed Competition 
while maintaining the guidelines appropriate for Best Dressed Parade.  The Chapter will 
do ¼ turns for the judges and spectators and then follow those with an entertainment 
routine with a 5 minute maximum.  Music, marching, dance, flags, etc may be utilized.  
Best Dressed Show is for entertainment and may or may not be based on the theme of the 
rally.   
 
Each participant must be a member of GWRRA. 
 
Each best dressed show chapter must be comprised of a minimum of 4 individuals. 
 
Participants will be expected to do ¼ turns to allow judges and spectators to see their 
outfits. 
 
Each participant must wear the GWRRA 10’back patch, the GWRRA 4” front patch OR 
Chapter patch, GWRRA membership pin, and name tag.

__________  Possible 10 points for all Dress Requirements being met. 
 
__________  Possible 30 points for Appearance.  Do they look good?  Do they work 
                      well as a unit?  Have they prepared for Show Class? 
 
__________  Possible 50 points for Showmanship.  Do they have good crowd appeal?  
                      Are they enthusiastic?   
 
__________  Possible 10 points for Poise.  Do they carry themselves well?  Are they 
                      comfortable in front of the judges?
